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In August FamilySearch.org announced over 200 million searchable records have been added to the
FamilySearch.org website. Over 5 million of these records are from Michigan in three databases. While
these Michigan records are not complete for the years mentioned, they represent records filmed by LDS
at the county, city and township level that have been available at the F: amily History Library in Salt Lake
City and at many Family History Centers. If your ancestor was born, christened, married, died or buried
in one of the areas filmed they may be included in these new databases available on your home computer.

The Gladwin Record Newspapers from 1878 to 1950 have been digitized and now are available on the computers in our room. Eventually 1951 to 2009 will be available also. That means that you just type in the information you are looking for and it will search all the papers you have asked to look in and find that information anywhere it is located.  Example: I knew that my husbands’ family came to Gladwin County about 1918-1920.  I selected the years to look in, typed in Patteen and found several locations (newspaper dates) for that name. Here is what I found. Under FISHER’S CROSSING – Henry G. Patteen of McClure, Ohio, visited W. S. Cornell’s last week and while here purchased the J. T. Hildreth farm at Lyle. It was quite a find for me and so much easier than looking through a whole lot of microfilm’s for information. Another example: While researching I was able to hook up with a distant cousin. While visiting me I found out that his wife’s family was from this area. She gave me a picture of her family standing near a gas station.  She was told that it was the first one in the area. Looking for more information we found that the Ordiway family did have a gas station here, where it was located and much, much more. What a wonderful find for them. It’s a great new resource for our area. COME AND TAKE IT FOR A RIDE, OUR TIME MACHINE TO THE PAST.
