Seth Secord, a Pioneer of Gladwin County, Departs this life.

Billings, Jan 31 --The pale horse with his rider appeared in our community Friday morning, Jan 25, and the death angel winged its way Zionward and another spirit returned to the God who gave it.  Another tabernacle of clay is laid away to sleep the sleep that knows no waking until the morning of glorious resurrection when they who are in their graves shall come forth.

 

Seth Secord, the departed one,was, one of the pioneers of Gladwin county.  He was born at Owosso, Shiawassee county, Michigan, Sept 23, 1851, and was the youngest of a family of nine children, of which only three survive to mourn his loss, namely, Louisa Jane Davis, who is the eldest of the family, being in her 63rd year, Amanda M. Chandler in her 54th year, and Julia M. Roe in the 52nd year.

 

Mr. Secord llived at Owosso until he was 10 years of age, at which time his father Marvil Secord immigrated to Gladwin county, coming to St. Charles with teams, from there to Saginaw by the steamer Little Nell, and from there to Midland by the steamer Belle Seymour.  At Midland he hired Indians to take himself and family with canoes to Dick's Forks, Gladwin county, reaching there Nov. 30 1861, at which place the subject of this sketch resided until his marriage with Miss Ida Ryan, June 1872, when he purchased and settled on his well-known homestead about 1 1/2 miles north of Edenville, on section 35, Tobacco Township, where by industry and economy he cleared a nice farm.  In the year 1875 a son, Maurice Secord, was born Oct 27, who survives both of his parents.  Ida Secord, wife of Seth Secord, departed this Oct. 27, 1895, the fatal disease consumption being the cause of her death.  At her death her husband was low with the same disease.  He remained at his reidence a short time and by his request he was moved the residence of his sister, Mrs. Julia M. Roe, where he remained until his death and received the kindest care.  Mr. Secord has been a continual sufferer from that fatal disease, consumption, for the past 12 years.  He survived his wife two months and 29 days.  The orphan by has the sympathy of the community.  He will make his home for the present with his aunt and uncle, Mr. and Mrs. M. V. Roe.

 

Both of the deceased gave evidence that they were prepared to meet their God in peace.
